
 
 

GolfWA Senior Men’s Ranking System 2025-26 
To be eligible to receive a WA Senior Men’s ranking points, player must be male amateur golfers, 55 
years of age and over, that reside in Western Australia, are a financial member of an affiliated golf club 
and who hold a current official Australian handicap.  
 
The following nominated events are included in (but not limited to) the Senior Men’s Ranking System 
and players will receive ranking points for gross finishing positions in these events. Nb. Ranking points 
will only be allocated to the section of the event that is played as a stroke play competition.

At the conclusion of the season (Mandurah Senior Open) the highest player on the ranking list along 

with the leading WA player from the State Seniors Championship will be invited to form a representative 

WA team to compete in the Australian Seniors Championship of that year. Should the leading player be 

the leading WA player in the State Seniors Championship the next highest ranked player will receive the 

invitation to be a representative on the WA team. Similarly if a player declines the invitation the next 

highest ranked player will receive the invitation. 



 
 
Points to be awarded as follows: 

Category 1 Top 20 WA players in gross finishing order will receive ranking points by way of; 

• 1st Place = 100 points 

• 2nd Place = 95 points 

• 3rd Place = 90 points 

And so forth until 20th position = 5 points 

Every other participant below 20th position receives = 0 Points to show they have played in the event. 

Category 2 Top 16 WA players in gross finishing order will receive ranking points by way of; 

• 1st Place = 80 points 

• 2nd Place = 75 points 

• 3rd Place = 70 points 

And so forth until 16th position = 5 points 

Every other participant below 16th position receives = 0 Points to show they have played in the event. 

Category 3 Top 10 WA players in gross finishing order will receive ranking points by way of; 

• 1st Place = 50 points 

• 2nd Place = 45 points 

• 3rd Place = 40 points 

And so forth until 10th position = 5 points 

Every other participant below 10th position receives = 0 Points to show they have played in the event. 
 
NOTE: GolfWA reserves the right to alter the points allocation/category based upon size and strength of 
field.  
 

Total Ranking Points Received 
 

The total number of ranking points a player will receive will be determined using the table below.  
Note that a player must play a minimum of four events to qualify for the rankings.
